Day 1: Arrival in Venice Transfer to Hotel in Treviso. 
Evening Welcome Dinner Party.
Day 2: Venice Guided Tour

Visit St. Mark’s square, the Basilica and its Byzantine 
heritage and the Doge’s Palace. Then, leave the square 
and crowds behind to discover the “real Venice “. 
Day 3: Bassano del Grappa and Prosecco Road Tour

In the morning we visit Bassano, one of the most 
characteristic places in Veneto with its historical centre 
composed by a series of alleyways, small squares, 
arcades, frescoed houses, and Renaissance palaces. In the 
afternoon we travel along the Prosecco Road flanked by 
green hills and vineyards. We stop in the beautiful town 
of Valdobiadene for a tour of Bisol Winery. 
Day 4: Verona Guided Tour 

The second city of art in the region, Verona displays its 
artistic, cultural, and natural treasures with pride. Its 
palaces, bridges, churches, and squares accompany the 
visitor in an amazing journey.
Day 5: Malcesine Castle and Limone Tour

In the morning we visit Malcesine and its magnificent 
Castle. In the afternoon we cross the lake by boat to 
visit Limone, a small town where narrow streets lead you 
through the historic centre.
Day 6: Sirmione Tour and Bardolino Wine Route

Sirmione is the best known resort on the Lake and is 
located at the far end of a long, narrow peninsula. The 
entrance to the centre is dominated by the castle. The 
Bardolino Wine Route runs along the east shore of Lake 
Garda from Peschiera in the south to Garda and Albaré 
in the north. We will visit a local vintage for a taste of 
their Bardolino wine. Evening Farewell Dinner Party.
